
Chairman Gene Neidermyer called the March 9, 2023 meeting of the Earl Township Sewer Authority to order at 6:33 p.m. Present were Gene Neidermyer, Jim Leonard, Tony Gay, Floyd Grove, and Reade Witman. Also present were Alex Bauder (Operator), Dan Becker, (Engineer) and William Cassidy (Solicitor).
Jim made a motion to approve the February 9, 2023 minutes.  Reade seconded the motion, and all voted yes.
Bob Longley, Longley Insurance Agency, was present to discuss his recommendations after meeting with Noah and Dan for the insurance policy.  Jim made a motion to approve Longley Insurance Agency as their new insurance broker.  Tony seconded the motion and all voted yes.

Jim made a motion to approve Resolution #2023-02, A RESOLUTION OF THE AUTHORITY ESTABLISHING TAPPING FEES FOR PROEJCT 1, which increases the tapping fee to Seven Thousand Dollars ($7,000.00) per EDU.  Floyd seconded the motion and all voted yes.

Floyd made a motion to approve Resolution #2023-03, A RESOLUTION OF THE AUTHORITY ESTABLISHING TAPPING FEES FOR PROEJCT 1 EASTERN SERVICE AREA, which increases the tapping fee to One Thousand Eight Hundred Sixty Dollars ($1,860.00) per EDU.  Tony seconded the motion and all voted yes.
Jim made a motion to approve the Grinder Pump Easement and Maintenance Agreements with BB&S LLC, 541 Hollander Road, JeMar Enterprises, 110 Short Street, and JeMar Enterprises, 108 Short Street.  Floyd seconded the motion and all voted yes.
Floyd made a motion to approve Robert Martin’s Deed of Dedication, Bill of Sale, the Maintenance Agreement and Resolution #2023-04.  Jim seconded the motion and all voted yes.  Floyd made a motion to approve issuing correspondence to Earl Township requiring connection to the sanitary sewer facilities for all properties adjacent to the dedicated sanitary sewer facilities and those properties which were previously notified that connection to the public sanitary sewer facilities would be required upon dedication of these sanitary sewer facilities.  Tony seconded the motion and all voted yes.
Floyd made a motion to release the remaining financial security for Burkholder Trailers in the amount of Fifty Four Thousand Seven Hundred Thirty-Six Dollars ($54,736.00).  Reade seconded the motion and all voted yes.

Jim made a motion to approve the sanitary sewer design for Garden Spot Village Ranck Road Project conditioned upon the items noted in Becker Engineerings February 17, 2023 review letter being adequately addressed.  Tony seconded the motion and all voted yes.

Jim made a motion to approve the 2022 Chapter 94 Report and to authorize the submission to PA DEP.  Floyd seconded the motion and all voted yes.

Floyd made a motion to approve assessing DAJOS Properties, 199 Quality Circle, one (1) additional EDU and to continue taking another ninety (90) days of daily meter readings.  Reade seconded the motion and all voted yes.

The Authority reviewed the letter from Maher Duessel regarding the 2021 audit. The Authority confirmed they want the supplementary information included in the audit. The Authority directed Joy to issue a letter requesting when the audit will be completed.

The Authority reviewed the letter issued to York Building Products dated March 2, 2023 from the Authority.  They have thirty (30) days from the date of the letter to install the required meters or sanitary sewer billings will be based upon water meter readings.
Sewer Operators Report presented by Alex Bauder
1. The Plant was within permit limits for February.  
2. Sam Ringler Trucking hauled 104,500 gallons of bio-solids in February.

3. The hauled in waste was 290,150 gallons and $10,155.25 revenue was received in February.

4. The Project 1 Valve Project Phase 3 Construction Total is $40,701.42.  
Engineer’s Report presented by Dan Becker
1. Robert Martin Property Project:   The Authority and Becker received the required hard copies and digital copies of the sanitary sewer Record Drawings.  All outstanding issues have been adequately addressed.  The 18-month Maintenance Guaranty in the amount of $31,589.25 shall remain in effect through September 9, 2024.

2. Burkholder Trailer (Robert Martin Project Lots 4, 5 & 6):  The Authority and Becker received the required hard copies and digital copies of the sanitary sewer Record Drawings.  All outstanding issues have been adequately addressed.  

3. Kinzer Avenue Pump Station Upgrade:  The project has been advertised for public bidding and bids will be received via PennBid on March 29, 2023.  Becker and Noah met with PPL on February 22, 2023 to initiate design of the three phase power extension to the Pumping Station.  Becker also submitted the Small Storm Water Project application to Earl Township along with the $500 application fee on February 28, 2023.
4. York Building Products:  The Authority issued correspondence to York Building Products on February 17, 2022 outlining the required metering requirements.  Becker provided BJ Baldwin with Authority specifications on April 27, 2022.  Becker received a submission from BJ Baldwin on July 27, 2022 and issued review comments dated August 8, 2022.  The Authority Solicitor issued correspondence to York Building Products on January 17, 2023.  Authority staff issued follow up correspondence to York Building Products on March 2, 2023 indicating that future sewer billing will be based upon water meter readings if compliance is not achieved within 30 days (April 1, 2023).

5. Weaver Custom Woodworking/Tractor Supply:  As a reminder, both properties are required to connect to the Authority’s sanitary sewer facilities after the Robert Martin project sanitary sewer facilities are dedicated to the Authority.  These are two of the properties that should receive mandatory connection notices from the Township as a result of the Robert Martin sanitary sewer dedication.

6. Garden Spot Village Ranck Road Project:  Becker received revised sanitary sewer design drawings and issued a review letter on February 17, 2023.  

7. NHBA Chapter 94 Report:  Becker submitted the Chapter 94 Report to NHBA on February 15, 2023.

8. PADEP Chapter 94 Report:  Becker prepared the DRAFT Chapter 94 Report and provided the report to the Authority in advance of the March Authority meeting.  

9. P1 Annual Tapping Fee Calculation:  Becker provided the updated P1 Eastern Service Area and P1 Western Service Area annual tapping fee calculations to the Authority at the February 2023 Authority meeting.  The Authority adopted the 2 tapping fee resolutions prepared and provided by the Solicitor.

10. P2/3 Tapping Fee Calculation:  Becker will prepare the updated tapping fee calculation to the Authority in advance of the April 2023 Authority meeting.

Monthly Reporting Items

Project 1:

1. Monthly Flows to New Holland: Average daily flows for February: 43,986 gpd (compared to January’s 43,027 gpd and December’s 42,013 gpd).  Eastern Service Area average daily flows for February: 403 gpd (compared to January’s 408 gpd and December’s 532 gpd).
Project 2/3:
1. MEMHP:   Reported average daily flow for February: 9,397 gpd (compared to January’s 8,933 gpd and December’s 8,054 gpd).
2. GSV: Reported average daily flows for February: 91,576 gpd (compared to January’s 64,369 gpd and December’s 75,373 gpd).  Average total daily flow for February was above the guaranteed 62,869 gpd, so no Guarantee of Capacity Fee assessed for February.  Memory facility flows continue to be below the projected 11 EDUs.
3. Monthly STP flows: Reported average daily flows for February: 324,500 gpd (compared to January’s 331,700 gpd and December’s 335,800 gpd).  
4. Flows from WVA:  Average daily recorded flows for February: 139,632 gpd (compared to January’s 138,770 gpd and December’s 145,464 gpd).  
5. Connection and Permitting Tracking:  No new EDU connections in February.  For 2023, a total of 1 EDU was purchased for 1 property (1 ETSA and 0 WVA EDUs).
