3. Approval of the Stormwater Plan for Sheldon Martin – 114 Hurst Road 

A. Section 308.B – Waiver to allow the submission of Preliminary/Final Plans. This is a small building expansion of an existing use with no new driveway and less than 1 acre of disturbance. PC recommended approval.
B. Section 602.K.4 – Waiver of the requirement for street improvements. This is a small building expansion of an existing use with no new driveway. Impacts from or to traffic or the existing condition of the road is not anticipated with the proposed development. Therefore, we are requesting a waiver of this requirement. PC recommended conditional approval on the Townships Engineers letter dated January 26, 2023 indicating a dedication of additional right-of-way and recommendations for improvements from the Roadmaster.
C. Section 602.M – Waiver of the requirement for curbing. This is a small building expansion of an existing use with no new driveway. There is no existing curbing anywhere along the road nor in the area. Therefore, we are requested a waiver of these requirements.  PC recommended approval, it should be noted that the PC did not take action on the Township’s decision to have a deferral agreement since there was no Roadmaster report comments prior to the meeting. 
D. Section 602.N – Waiver of requirement for sidewalks. This is a small building expansion of an existing use with no new driveway. There is no existing sidewalk anywhere along the road nor in the area. Therefore, we are requested a waiver of these requirements.  PC recommended approval, it should be noted that the PC did not take action on the Township’s decision
E. Section 602.P – Waiver to allow for two (2) driveway connections. The is an existing condition of the lot and is considered an existing non-conformity of multiple driveway connections. This was included in the Zoning Hearing Board testimony. We would like to keep the existing driveway connections in place to minimize earth disturbance activities. No changes will be made to the existing driveway. PC recommended approval contingent upon addressing the comments of the Township’s Engineer letter dated January 26, 2023.
